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PAINTS & WALLCOVERINGS




LEED Credits--IMPORTANT NOTICE!!
Valued Customer,

Many times we are asked if Duron can provide LEED® points for items that we are not engaged in, or LEED® points after the project is completed.  As a company we primarily manufacture and sell paint, coatings and adhesives. We can help achieve two (2) possible points under some of the LEED® programs, if we are made aware of the project prior to installation. All too often, information is asked for at the end of the job and a Duron representative was not informed of such potential requirements.  That being said, not knowing upfront may jeopardize the possibility of our company to contribute to the following LEED® points. 

Indoor Environmental Quality: The main credit that Duron can make a difference in, and thus provide one (1) LEED point, is for supplying Low-Emitting Materials: Paints and Coatings.  Submitting and using products on the job that do not exceed the maximum allowable VOC content, and do not contain ingredients that are restricted by LEED program requirements, achieves this point. 

Materials and Resources Credit: Recycled Content: At this time, Duron will not be able to contribute to the credit pertaining to the use of recycled materials.  While Duron has added many “Green Solution” programs such as new wash water management and cleaning solvent recovery methods in our manufacturing processes to better conserve raw materials and energy, and have streamlined our distribution routes to conserve fuel, these programs cannot be referenced as meeting the requirements of LEED®.  Also, problems that currently limit us from effectively utilizing post-consumer recycled content into our coatings include but are not limited to 1) the high cost of collecting, transporting and reprocessing previously purchased paint, 2) varied product qualities and types of paint, and 3) the continued supply of available older paint is not reliable. 

Materials and Resources Credit: Regional Credits:

To obtain this credit, it requires more than the products just being manufactured within the 500-mile radius of the job site.  While Duron has many manufacturing facilities and many may be within the 500-mile radius required for this credit, one must read and understand the entire credit before it can be applied. This credit is often obtained from manufacturers or distributors that comprise a large portion of the job by TOTAL COST (generally 10 to 20% of all materials used).  If applying paint toward this credit, it is the responsibility of the contractor to inform a Duron representative to record the batch information on each and every gallon of paint prior to it being used at the job site. It would then be the responsibility of the contractor to compile that data and submit for LEED® credit. Since there are many components in a gallon of paint derived from many sources, if this is not planned in advance, Duron would not be able to contribute to this credit. 
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
